Activities and Events

VCCAA hold many activities and events during the year
to celebrate both Chinese and American holidays.
They benefit both its members and the community of
Ventura County. To celebrate the traditional festivities
of the full moon of the 15th day of the eighth month in
the Chinese Lunar Year, Autumn Moon Festival is held
in September or October. Halloween Party is cele-
brated with food and drinks with games and costume
contest in late October. Families and friends gather for
a potluck dinner and exchange tidings at the Christmas
Party in December. In either January or February,
VCCAA celebrates the Chinese New Year, the start of
the lunar year based on cycles of the moon. Easter Egg
Hunt for children is held in either March or April.
Members enjoy a barbeque at Memorial Day Picnic in
May in Pleasant Valley Park in Camarillo. In June,
VCCAA installs its new officers and City Representatives
and recognize volunteers for their work with award cer-
tificates.
